"Trader" Mike
brought some veteran talent and an
experienced coach together, and turned a
pre-season cellar dweller into a play-off
Cinderella story. The Evanston Equine
bucked the popular "youth” trend and rode
the backs of Don Mattingly, Ryne
Sandberg and Scott Sanderson. This
combination was complimented by the
choice of Jay Blain as coach for the team.
The mixture worked to the tune of an 81-
81 season and a birth in the West playoffs.

. Dennis, on the other hand,
dismissed his team's proxy coach and took
the reigns. Savvy trading and his
experienced coaching led the team not only
out of Vancouver and into Lake Tahoe, but
out of the league's basement and into the
penthouse. The Dealers worst to first
season marked the largest single season
turn around in league history (a remarkable
36 win improvement).

The long awaited
Humidity-Dealers match-up marked the
first ever play-off meeting between Rick
and Dennis. The contest was as exciting as
expected with the Dealers prevailing 4-2.

Lake Tahoe's visit to the
Championship series marked Dennis' third
such trip {two championships with Las
Vegas), and matched him against Mike H.
(his fifth final) in a first ever championship
showdown for the two. Washington
managed their way to the finals by besting
the RK-Nines in a six-game series. The
'Nines knocking Vernal out in the first
round.
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The championship series matched
the league's best pitching staff, Lake Tahoe
against the league's best offense,
Washington. After a chess match of low
scoring, close games, the Washington
Generals walked away with their first ever
Championship. And, although it was Mike's
second ('88 Vancouver), it marked the tenth
different league champion in eleven years.

But the most impressive post-season
honor must be that of Manager of the Year.
Jay Blain was awarded Manager of the
Year. His award however was not for the
79 win performance of his Vernal Equinox.
It was for the remarkable success of the
Evanston Equine. Jay's coaching was
deemed by many to be the key ingredient in
the team's success. And this honor is truly
unique in the history of our league.
